16. GENERAL

16.1.1 Basis of Preparation

a) Statement of compliance - The financial statement of the council comprise
the Statement of Financial Position, Statement of Financial Performance,
cash flow statement and notes to the financial statement. '

b) The financial statement was authorized for issue by the Council on 16%
February 2021.

—

c) Reporting entity - The institute of Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural
Research Policy has been registered under the Parliament act.No.47 of 1987
on 27th of December 1987. The registered office of the council is situated
at No.114/09, Wijerama Mawatha, Colombo 07, Sri Lanka.

d) Principle activities and nature of operations - SLCARP was established
i 1987, under the Act No.47 of 1987 to ensure that agricultural research is
directed towards national development through formulation of agricultural
research policy, research prioritization, planning, facilitation, co-ordination,
monitoring and evaluation of agricultural research.

¢) A Description of the Nature of the Entity - Sri Lanka Council for

Agricultural Research Policy is an umbrella organization of the National

) Agricultural Research System (NARS) that operates within several

o Ministries. SLCARP came into existence on the 22nd December 1987 to
create an environment for more productive agricultural research.

SLCARP’s mission is to enhance and mobilize the scientific resources in Sri
Lanka efficienily to catalyze and agricultural research and technology
generation within NARS.

With the Secretariat in Colombo, SLCARP serves as an organization in an
advisory capacity for co-coordinating and consolidating efforts within Sri
Lanka NARS, funding research projects/programmers and promoting scientific
research linkages in prioritized areas both nationally and internationally. CARP
-has been instrumental in promoting and facilitating research, by improving and - -
enhancing agricultural research through documentation and communicating
latest advances in research to the NARS scientists. SLCARP has identified its
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own perspective, plans and programs for the future in keeping with the
aspirations and goals of the Ministry of Agriculture Development and Agrarian
Services to meet the future challenges in enhancing domestic food production
and exports focused on poverty reduction.

f) Our Vision - A vibrant and sustainable agricultural research, development
and innovation system assuring socio- economic development of Sri Lanka.

g) Our Mission - To ensure agricultural research, development and
innovations are directed towards national development goals through policy
formulation, facilitation, coordination, monitoring and evaluation and
impact assessment.

h) Our Mandated Functions - SLCARP

(1) To advice the Government on all matters regarding the organization, co-
ordination, planning and execution of agricultural research and such other
related matters as may be referred to it by the Minister;

(2) to formulate national agricultural research policy and priorities;

(3) to define the overall aims and scope of agricultural research with a view
to furthering national development objectives;

(4) to make recommendations to the appropriate authorities on the financial,
manpower and physical resources required by agricultural research
institutions and establishments and on the terms and conditions of service
of the staff of such institutions and establishments;

(3) to review Institutional and departmental agricultural research programmes
and make recommendations with regard to their priorities and funding to
the Ministry of the Minister in charge of the subject of Finance and
Planning;

(6) to promote and facilitate excellence in agricultural research;

(7) to act as a channel of communication between agricultural research
institutions and the Government;

(8) to arrange for and fund inter-institutional agricultural research projects;
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(9) to arrange for and fund special scientific services for the entire agricultural
research sector;

(10)to promote linkage between agricultural research institutions at national and
international level;

(11)Organize conferences and seminars on international, national and inter-
Institutional issues relating to the agricultural research;

(12)to arrange for the post-graduate training of agricultural research staff and
for interchange of scientists with recognized research institutions abroad;

and '

(13)to review the performance of agricultural research projects, institutions and
divisions from time to time.

16.1.2. National Agricultural Research Plan (NARP)

National Agricultural Research Plan (NARP) is one of the mandatory functions
conducted by Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy under the
programme no 1 and 13 of the Action Plan. Under this programme SLCARP does
the recommendation of research project proposals for funding, monitoring of
ongoing projects and evaluating of the terminal reports. Main objective of this
programme is to facilitate Agricultural research by providing funds, monitoring
ongoing projects and evaluating of terminal reports of these projects.

Annually, end of the year, SLCARP prepares NARP, the document containing afl
the details of the research projects to be conducted in the following year. The
projects are implemented by the institutions of the National Agricuitural Research
System (NARS) and agriculture related Faculties of the National Universities.
Currently NARP is operated in the Department of Agriculture, Department of
Export Agriculture, and agriculture related Faculties of National Universities.
These projects are designed in accordance with the priority areas identified by Sri

Lanka efficienily to catalyze and agricultural research and technology
generation within NARS.

With the Secretariat in Colombo, SLCARP serves as an organization in an
advisory capacity for co-coordinating and consolidating efforts within Sri
Lanka NARS, funding research projects/programmers and promoting scientific
research linkages in prioritized areas both nationally and internationally. CARP
-has been instrumental in promoting and facilitating research, by improving and - -
enhancing agricultural research through documentation and communicating
latest advances in research to the NARS scientists. SLCARP has identified its
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own perspective, plans and programs for the future in keeping with the
aspirations and goals of the Ministry of Agriculture Development and Agrarian
Services to meet the future challenges in enhancing domestic food production
and exports focused on poverty reduction.

f) Our Vision - A vibrant and sustainable agricultural research, development
and innovation system assuring socio- economic development of Sri Lanka.

Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy (SLCARP) was established on 22" December,
1987 under the Ministry of Agriculture with the enactment of the SLCARP Act No 47 of 1987.

The main functions of the
SLCARRP is to identify research priority areas, facilitate interaction through sharing of information
on the respective fields, resolve constraints confronted in research and play a role in enhancing the
activities of the respective committees. At present there are twelve National Committees
established by the Council:

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REPORT OF THE CHAIRMAN

SLCARP commenced her duties with a new ambition at the beginning of the year 2020. But due
to the impact of COVID 19 pandemic since March 2020, most of the planned activities were
seriously affected and impact was serious on the agricultural research especially on food security.
As a solution to the prevailing situation and to regain the agricultural development in the country
Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy developed short and medium term research
priorities to obtain sharp V-shaped recovery in the agriculture sector. Due to the pandemic
situation, virtual meetings were conducted with agriculture experts in the country and develop
short- and medium-term research priorities for all main six sectors in the agriculture namely, food
crops, plantation crops, forestry, fisheries and aqua-culture, livestock and poultry and floriculture.
These research priorities were developed by considering the manifesto of the country “Vistas of
Prosperity and Splendour” to uplift the farmers and make them into farming entreprencurs. The
document of short and medium term research priorities was circulated among policy makers of the
relevant ministries, scientists and stakeholders to commence and follow the short term research

activities.

In the year 2020, research proposals were called from National Agricultural Research System
(NARS) institutes as per the short and medium-term research priorities for the National
Agricultural Research Plan of Sri Lanka (NARP). The programme provides funds to carry out
Agriculture Research projects of the NARS and National University System (NUS) where
agriculture/agriculture related research are carried out. Currently funds are provided to
Department of Agriculture, Department of Export Agriculture and National Universities where
agriculture related research are carried out. The projects are granted annually for a period of 1 to
3 years. The research project proposals submitted to SLCARP by relevant institutions in the NARS
and NUS, are evaluated external reviewers selected by the relevant National Committees
functioning at the SLCARP for recommendation for funding.

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According to the mandated functions of the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy,
performance of agricultural research projects, institutions and divisions have to be reviewed. With
regard to this, SLCARP has completed reviewing 04 organizations in 2020 with technical
assistance of external review teams. Department of National Botanical Gardens (DNBG), Sri
Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy (SLCARP), Research division of the Forest
Conservation Department (FCD) and Research division of the Sri Lanka Cashew Corporation
(SLCC) were reviewed. Draft review reports were presented to the respective institutes and
SLCARP Council for their observations before finalizing. The final review reports were prepared
by the respective reviewers after incorporating the relevant comments made by the institutes and
the SLCARP. Final review reports of the institutes were sent to the respective Secretaries of the
Ministries, Director Generals of relevant Departments, Treasury and respective Institutes Directors

for implementation of the recommendations.

Under the Human Resources Development programme for the NARS, fourteen students were sent
to the University Putra Malaysia (09), Kaseartsart University (01) and University of Philippines
(04). SLCARRP has provided the necessary coordination to the scholars for admissions and ensured
receipt of funds for the progarmme throughout year 2020, therefore all payments due to the
scholars were made. Progress of the scholars who are continuing their studies in the respective
Universities abroad and who have returned to Sri Lanka due to COVID-19 pandemic situation are
monitored by SLCARP and issues regarding the scholars are regularly reported to the Council of
SLCARP. Necessary coordination from SLCARP was provided to all 76 scholars during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

During this critical period, all scientific Committees constituted with highly recognized senior
professionals of the country perform a very valuable function by devoting their valuable time. The
high level of contact and encouragement must be continued. With the new normal condition with
all risks many experts share their experiences through new communication technologies such as
Zoom App and Skype. As the Chairman | wish to acknowledge their valuable contribution through

serving in different committees.

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REPORT OF THE SECRETARY

According to the Act No. 47 of 1987, Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy
(SLCARP) is mandated to coordinate research and human resources development, promote and
facilitate Excellence in Agricultural Research in the National Agricultural Research System
(NARS). Since then, the SLCARP has been actively engaged in supporting NARS and provides
research grants as well as human resources development programs to NARS scientists. The main
functions of the SLCARP are: identification of research policies and research priority areas, to
uplift the agriculture sector in the country. In the year 2020, short and medium term research
priorities were released by SLCARP by considering the manifesto of the country. Twelve National
Committees established by the Council with the experts of the agriculture sector. During the year
2020, National Committees were operated though the virtual meetings to evaluate the NARP
proposals and to develop short and medium term research priorities. The Committees evaluated
32 NARP new proposals and 29recommended for NARP 2021 program. Analysis of the Action
Plans of all NARS Institutes in 2020 was revealed that all Institutes compliance to the research
priorities set by the SLCARP. Those committees organized, one virtual national symposium to
disseminate the research findings and create a platform to the scientists and stakeholders to

discussed research issues:

As per the cabinet approved capacity development programme to develop the human resources in
the NARS institutes, further selections were made in year 2020 and 16 candidates were directed

foreign universities to continue their post graduate degrees.

One of the most important mandated functions of the SLCARP is to collect and analyze research
data base of the National Agricultural Research System.

In additionally, 04 research organizations were reviewed in 2020 with technical assistance of
external review teams. Department of National Botanical Gardens (DNBG), Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy (SLCARP), Research division of the Forest Conservation
Department (FCD) and Research division of the Sri Lanka Cashew Corporation (SLCC) were
reviewed. Review reports of the institutes were sent to the respective Secretaries of the Ministries,
Director Generals of relevant Departments, Treasury and respective Institutes Directors for

implementation of the recommendations.

Analysis of Research Action Plans of 25 National Agricultural Research Institutes (NARIS)
in 2019

One of the most important mandated functions of SLCARP is to collect and analyse research data
base of the National Agricultural Research System. Significant amount of Government funds are
allocated annually to undertake research in the 25 research institutes under five Ministries,
covering Plantation, Non-Plantation, Fisheries, Livestock, Forestry and Floriculture Sectors.
SLCARP is the only organization mandated with the responsibility of formulating National
Agricultural research policiesand identifying the National priorities for research in the above
sectors. Therefore, collection of research themes, projects, budgets and other information is
essential to use as a management tool for research leaders, researchers and Treasury in making
appropriate decisions. Analysis is finalized and results are interpreted. Agricultural Research
Status Report of National Agricultural Research System 2019 is the final output. This analysis

has generated many important messages to the respective Ministries, Director Generals, Directors
Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy
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and Treasury leaders to bring about necessary changes in the country’s Agricultural Research
agenda and to identify gaps in research based on research priorities, research disciplines and

necessity to shift resource allocation for more useful and urgent research agenda.

SLCARP Short and Medium Term Research Priorities for Agricultural Sector with the
impacts of COVID -19 for 2021-2025

A Zoom Meeting was called for all chairpersons of 12 SLCARP National Committees to highlight
urgency of attempting to regain economy with the impacts of COVID — 19. This meeting was
attended by all conveners of the National Committees. The objective of this meeting was to
formulate short term research priorities for Agricultural sector with the impacts of COVID -19.
The short-term research priorities were formulated for six sectors such as Plantation, Non-
plantation, Livestock & Poultry, Aquatic Resources, Forestry and Floriculture. This priority
document was distributed to all relevant Ministries, all NARS Institutions, Department of National

Planning and other relevant stakeholders.

Policy Brief - Research Investments in the Agricultural Sector:Do we really Target for
Agricultural Research?

Mis-management of treasury funds allocated for agricultural research by research related
Departments and institutes is a key challenge faced by the Sri Lanka’s agricultural sector.
Continuous fund disbursement by the treasury for agricultural research could face series of issues
in the long run. Effective coordination and management of fund disbursement through careful
monitoring of research action plans of each institute could reduce mismanagement of research
funds and increase tangible research outcomes of agricultural research. Feedback of information

to the treasury is essential to rectify the fund disbursement.

The policy brief suggests that mismanagement of fund utilization for agricultural research should
be re-framed in future. First, multi-disciplinary research teams should develop research proposals
annually based on country’s priority with achievable research outcomes. This reduces the number

of tiny research projects. Second, research action plans should be included with these research

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proposals which are finally recommended by the six sector committees of SLCARP based on
sector research priorities. Third, expected research outcome must be guaranteed in each research
investment and investment on agricultural research should be increased after refinement of the
existing process. Fourth, promote inter institutional multi-disciplinary research collaboration to
minimize research duplication. Fifth, frequent monitoring of research projects should be practiced

in order to maintain an efficient and effective research management process.

National Agricultural Research Plan (NARP) Year 2020

National Agricultural Research Plan of Sri Lanka (NARP) is the programme to provide funds to
carry out Agriculture Research projects of the National Agricultural Research System (NARS) and
National University System where agriculture/agriculture related research are carried out. These
projects are designed in accordance with the priority areas identified by Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy for a particular period. Currently funds are provided to Department
of Agriculture, Department of Export Agriculture and National Universities where agriculture

related research are carried out. The projects are granted annually for a period of 1 to 3 years

Calling New project proposals for the following year, evaluation of these proposals to make
recommendation for funding from the Treasury, Half Yearly Progress Monitoring of on-going
research projects, Annual On-site progress monitoring and final Terminal Report evaluation are
the major activities of this programme and most of these activities are carried out by the relevant
National Committees of the council. In year 2020 onwards, SLCARP introduced new activities in
to this programme such as calling Concept papers before calling Research proposal and Research
proposals were called for only for those selected concept papers after evaluating. In addition, to
evaluate/review Research Proposals by two external reviewers who are experts in the relevant

subject.

In 2020, 34 Concept Papers were submitted by National Agricultural Research System and
National University System. These concept papers were evaluated by SLCARP and the relevant

National Committees. Proposals were called only for 31 selected concept papers. Thirty one

Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy
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research proposals were submitted to SLCARP by DOA (19), DEA (6),CRI (1), PRI (1)and
Universities (4). In addition, Department of Export Agriculture submitted 5 more proposals in late
December. Each proposal was evaluated by two external reviewers. Based on the review reports
and discussions made through Zoom meetings, 29 projects were recommended for funding subject
to addressing revisions suggested by reviewers and also at the zoom meetings. Projects were
ranked according to the reviewer’s marks. One project proposal submitted by South East
University of Sri Lanka was rejected according to the Reviewers recommendation and the
decisions taken at the zoom meeting. NARP budget was submitted to the Treasury the Ministry

of Agriculture.

In 2020 total Number of projects in operation was 51 (37 of the Department of Agriculture, 08 of
the Department of Export Agriculture, and 06 of the National Universities). funds for the NARP
projects were not given to Pls as allocated by SLCARP, due prevailing situation of the country
due to COVID-19 pandemic. Hence Half Yearly Progress Monitoring or Onsite Projects
Monitoring was not carried out. Two Terminal Reports were evaluated and rest of the Terminal
Reports were not evaluated as funds were not available.

National Committees of SLCARP

i) National Committee on Agricultural Biotechnology (NCAB)

During the year 2020, no committee meetings were conducted due to the ailing situation in the
country. However, on-line and distance communications were used to carry out the management
activities of the committee. Dr Jayantha Senanayake, Director, Rice Research and Development
Institute (RRDI) served as the Chairman of the Committee and Mr. Lakshika Hettiarachchi,

Research Officer, SLCARP served as the Secretary/coordinator to the Committee.

Three terminal reports were received for terminated projects in the previous year as below.

1. Development of a phosphate biofertilizer for improved phosphoros nutrition of rice —

i) National Committee on Crop Improvement & Agronomy (NCCIA)

In the year 2020, Committee meetings were not held due to unavailability of capital funds and due
to COVID-19 pandemic. Dr. S K Wasala, Addl. Director, Plant Genetic Resource Centre Served
as the Chairperson of the Committee while Dr. Padmini C Girihagama, Senior Scientist of

SLCARRP continued her service as the Secretary/ Coordinator of the Committee.

During this year 19 projects were operated including 15 projects from DOA and 4 from DEA. All
these 15 projects were continued but total allocated funds were not given due to prevailing situation
of COVID -19, and also unavailability of funds. Hence progress was not monitored during this
year. Fifteen concept papers were evaluated by the committee in this year List of short term and

medium term research priorities on crop improvement and agronomy was prepared.
i)  National Committee on Forestry

Prof. Hemanthi Ranasinghe and Mrs C. Daulagala respectively served as the chairman and
coordinator/secretary of the National Committee on Forestry. In 2020, the committee did not
convey physical meetings, and the planned workshops were postponed due to Covid 19 related
restrictions on public gathering.

Institute served as the Chairperson of the Committee while Mr. Sameera Dissanayake, research

officer of SLCARP continued his service as the Secretary/ Coordinator of the Committee

Vi) National Committee on Aquatic Resources (NCAR)

Mr. Monty Ranathunaga, has served as the chairman of the committee and Dr. Frank Niranjan
served as the Coordinator/Secretary of the committee and virtual committee meetings were held
during the year to formulate short, and medium term research priorities. Proceedings of the,
Regional Workshop on Underutilized Fish and Marine Genetic Resources and their Amelioration

was coordinated and published. Short term research priorities were identified to uplift the sector
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research programs. One research proposal was evaluated and recommended for NARP funding
2021.

vii)  National Committee on Floriculture Research and Development (NCFRD)

Dr. Shelomi Krishnarajah, Director General / Department of National Botanic Gardens (DNBG)
has served as the chairperson of the committee and Dr. S M P Chandra Padmini, Senior Scientist
of the SLCARP served as the coordinator/ secretary. During the year 2020, two virtual committee
meetings were held to organize NASFLOR 2020, and to conduct thirteenth virtual National
Symposium of Floriculture Research (13" NASFLOR) and published Proceedings of 2020
NASFLOR. One research proposal was evaluated and recommended for NARP funding 2021.
With collaboration of Export Development Board, Strategic Plan has been developed for four years
to improve Floriculture sector in the country and increase exports. Short term research priorities

were identified to uplift the sector research programs.

viii)  National Committee on Livestock and Poultry (NCLP)

Prof. Thakshila Serasinghe, , University of Ruhuna Served as the chairperson of the committee
while Mr. Sameera Dissanayake, research officer of SLCARP continued his service as the
Secretary/ Coordinator of the Committee. Virtual meetings were held to develop short term
research priorities for the livestock sector. Three NARP projects were evaluated and recommended
for the 2021 research program. Future research plans were developed for the sector by conducting

virtual meetings.

iX) National Committee on Natural Resources Management, Sustainable Agriculture
and Climate Change (NCNRMSACC)
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Dr. Ajantha De Silva, Additional Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture, has severed as the chairman
of the committee and Dr. S M P Chandra Padmini, Senior Scientist of the SLCARP assisted as the
coordinator / secretary of the committee. Seven research proposals were evaluated and five

proposals were recommended for funding.

X) The National Committee on Plant Protection (NCPP)

Dr. Keerthi Mohotti, Deputy Director (Research), Tea Research Institute of Sri Lanka served as the
chairman of the committee and Dr. Shanika Jayasekera, Senior Scientist of SLCARP served as the
Coordinator/ Secretary of the committee. On line discussions were held in plant protection and due
to COVID-19, progress evaluations of research projects were requested by compiling a format on
research progress. Terminal reports of the completed research projects were collected from the
principal investigators. Format on research outputs was formulated to gather in summary research
outputs in plant protection. Literature search was conducted in plant protection research policy and
pesticide usage to compile a policy brief. In 2020 two new research proposals were received and
both projects were evaluated for awarding in year 2021.Short, medium and long term research

priorities in plant protection were formulated.

Xi) National Committee on Post-harvest Technology and Human Nutrition (NCPTHN)

Dr. D. B. T. Wijeratne, Assistant Representative, Food and Agriculture Organization served as the
Chairman of the committee and Dr. Shanika Jayasekera was the Coordinator/Secretary of the
Committee.

Information for Agricultural Research Managers (INFORM)

SLCARP collects information on research personnel, research projects and recurrent research
budget of previous year, annually in electronic format from the 13 research institutions (Coconut
Research Institute (CRI), Palmyrah Research Institute (PRI), Rubber Research Institute(RRI),
Sugarcane Research Institute (SRI), Tea Research Institute (TRI), Veterinary Research Institute
(VRI), National Aquatic Resources Research & Development Agency (NARA), Institute of Post-
Harvest Technology (IPHT), Hector Kobbekaduwa Agrarian Research and Training Institute
(HARTI),Department of National Botanic Gardens (DNBG), Forest Department (FD), Department
of Export Agriculture (DEA) and Department of Agriculture (DOA) in the NARS including 19
sub institutions of DOA.

During the 2020 information relevant to actual data in year 2019 was requested from 12 institutions
(DEA, DNBG, DFC, TRI, CRI, RRI, SRI, PRI, VRI, NARA, HARTI, NIPHM) and 19 sub
institutions (RRDI, HORDI, FCRDI, FRDI, SEPC, NRMC, FMRC, PGRC, NPQS, SCS, ROP,
RARDC-KL, RARDC-AR, RARDC-ANK, RARDC-MK, RARDC-BN, RARDC-BW, PVIC,
FRU) of DOA. During the year 2020 thirty-one databases were expected and 30 were collected.
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SRI database was not received. Collected databases were processed, purified and resubmitted to
the relevant institution. These processed databases were compiled into National database
INFORM-2019 and important information retrieved from the National database INFORM-2019
uploaded in the SLCARP Website.

No training programme was conducted due to the prevailing situation of the country due to

COVID-19 pandemic and also unavailability of capital funds.

Restructuring and upgrading the INFORM Database to make information on real time was initiated
with the ICTA.

External Review of Research Institutes — 2020

One of the functions of the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy (Act No. 47 of
1987) shall be “(m) to review the performance of agricultural research projects, institutions and
divisions from time to time”. With regard to this function, SLCARP has completed reviewing 04
organizations in 2020 with technical assistance of external review teams. Institutes reviewed were;
Department of National Botanical Gardens (DNBG), Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research
Policy (SLCARP), Research division of the Forest Conservation Department (FCD) and Research
division of the Sri Lanka Cashew Corporation (SLCC).

Lanka efficienily to catalyze and agricultural research and technology
generation within NARS.

With the Secretariat in Colombo, SLCARP serves as an organization in an
advisory capacity for co-coordinating and consolidating efforts within Sri
Lanka NARS, funding research projects/programmers and promoting scientific
research linkages in prioritized areas both nationally and internationally. CARP
-has been instrumental in promoting and facilitating research, by improving and - -
enhancing agricultural research through documentation and communicating
latest advances in research to the NARS scientists. SLCARP has identified its
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own perspective, plans and programs for the future in keeping with the
aspirations and goals of the Ministry of Agriculture Development and Agrarian
Services to meet the future challenges in enhancing domestic food production
and exports focused on poverty reduction.

Balance Sheet of the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy by date of 31
December 2020 and the Comprehensive Income Statement for the year ending by that
date, Equity Changing Statement and Cash Flow Statement for the year ending by that
date and Notes relevant to Financial Statements, Financial Statements with summarized
important accounting principles for the year ending by 31 December 2020 had been
audited under my execution in accordance with the regulations of the National Audit Act
No. 19 of 2018 and the Financial Act No. 38 of 1971 which should be read in conjunction
with the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy Act bearing number 47 Of

1987 and 154 (1) article of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri
Lanka. In accordance with the regulations of the 154 (6) article of the Constitution, my

Report will be tabled in the Parliament in due course.

Except the impact of the issues detailed in the part of the Basis for the Qualified Opinion
of my Report, according to the Financial Statements of the Council, I am of the opinion
that the financial status of the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy as at
31 December 2020 and its financial activities and cash flows for the year ending by that
date are expressing true and reliable status in accordance with the accounting standards

of the public sector of Sri Lanka.

Basis for the Qualified Opinion

1.2.1 Deviation from Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards

Though the assets of two asset categories of which the cost was Rupees 11,045,012 were
completely depreciated, those were still in use due to not reviewing of the effective life
span for the fixed assets according to Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards No.
7. Action had not been taken to readjust the estimated error as per Sri Lanka Public Sector

Accounting Standards No. 3 and tally in the Financial Statements accordingly.

| have conducted the Audit in accordance with the Sri Lanka Audit Standards. My
responsibilities under these Audit Standards are further detailed in this Report, in the Part

of Auditor’s responsibility in connection with the auditing of Financial Statements.

Other Information included in the Annual Report 2020 of the Council
The information which had not been included in my Audit Report on Financial
Statements and information on Financial Statements is meant by other information.

Management should be responsible for these other information.

I do not state any kind of assurance or opinion on other information while this information

is not covered by my opinion on Financial Statements.

Relevant to my audit on Financial Statements, my responsibility is to, when it is possible
to obtain other information identified as above, read (as relevant) and when doing it, to

consider whether the other information is not tallying significantly with Financial

Statements or my knowledge obtained at audit or in other way.

When the Annual Report 2020 of the Council is being read, if | conclude that it contains
significant error statements, those facts should be communicated to governing parties for
correction. If wrong statements which had not been corrected are still stated, those will

be included to the Report which will be tabled by me in due course in the Parliament as

per 154 (6) article of the Constitution.

Responsibility of the Management and the Governing Parties on Financial

Statements

Preparation of these Financial Statements according to Accounting Standards of the Sri
Lanka Public Sector, submission in reliable form and deciding of required internal
controls which create possibilities to prepare Financial Statements without significant
incorrect statements which would derive due to frauds and errors, are the responsibilities

of the Management.

In preparation of the Financial Statements, it is responsibility of the Management to
decide the possibility of the continued functioning of the Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy. Except if the Management considers to liquidate the
Council or to cease functioning when there is no other option, it is the responsibility of
the Management to maintain accounts and to disclose issues related to the continued

functioning of the Council being on the basis of continued functioning.

The responsibility of the examination on financial reporting activity is taken by the

Governing Parties.

Books/ ledgers and reports of the Institution on incomes, expenditure, assets and
liabilities should be maintained properly so that it would be possible to prepare the annual
and periodical Financial Statements in accordance with the 16 (1) sub sentence of the
National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018.

Auditor’s responsibility on auditing of Financial Statements

Providing a reliable confirmation that as a whole, Financial Statements do not contain
significant incorrect statements which occur due to frauds and errors and issuing of
Auditor’s Report inclusive of my opinion are my objectives. Even though the reliable
confirmation is a confirmation of high level, when the auditing is conducted according to
Sri Lanka Audit Standards, it would not always be a confirmation that would reveal the

significant incorrect statements. Significant incorrect statements may occur due to frauds



and errors which would affect alone or together and its significant status depends on the

impact on the economic decisions taken by referees based on these Financial Statements.

As a part of auditing, action had been taken by me to conduct auditing in accordance with

the Sri Lanka Audit Standards with judgment and suspicion based on my professional

capacity. Further by me,

When obtaining a basis to the audit opinion stated, for identification and assessing the
risks of significantly incorrect statements which may occur in Financial Statements
due to frauds or errors, appropriate auditing procedures suitable to situation were
planned and implemented. The impact which occurs by a fraud is stronger than an
impact which is resulting from significant incorrect statements that could appear due
to wrong presentation as these could occur due to reasons such as collusion,
preparation of false documents, intentional ignoring or ignoring of internal

governances.

Even though there is no intention to express an opinion on the effectiveness of the
internal governance, for the purpose of formulation of auditing procedures suitable to
situation, an understanding on internal governance of the Council had been obtained.

Appropriateness of the accounting principles which have been used and the reliability
of the accounting estimates and the disclosures made by the management in

connection were evaluated.

In connection with the fact that on the grounds of incidents and conditions whether
there is a significant uncertainty on the continued functioning of the Council, based
on the obtained audit evidences, the relevance of the adopting of the basis on the
continued functioning of the Institution had been decided for accounting. If it would
be concluded by me that there is a significant uncertainty, emphasis of my Audit
Report should be given to the relevant disclosures in the Financial Statements. If those
disclosures are not sufficient, my opinion should be modified. However, continued

functioning may cease on future incidents or conditions.



e The fact that the transactions and incidents which made basis for the structure and the
content of the Financial Statements as a whole had been included in Financial Statements
appropriately and in reliable form and the overall presentation of the Financial Statements

in which the disclosures are included were evaluated.

I make the governing parties aware of the important audit findings, main internal

governing weaknesses and other issues which were identified in my audit.

2. Report on other Legal and Regulatory Requirements
2.1 Special provisions, connected to the requirements stated below are included in the
National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018.

2.1.1 In accordance with the requirements stated in the 12 (&) sentence of the National

Audit Act No. 19 of 2018, except the observations stated in 1.2 paragraph of the
Report, all information and explanations needed for the audit have been obtained by
me and, as shown by my investigation, Council has maintained the appropriate

Financial Reports.

2.1.2 According to the requirement stated in the 6 (1) (&) (iii) sentence of the National

Audit Act No. 19 of 2018, Financial Statements of the Council which have been
submitted tally with those of the previous year.

2.1.3 According to the requirement stated in the 6 (1) (&%) (iv) sentence of the National
Audit Act No. 19 of 2018, the recommendations made by me in the previous year

have been included in the Financial Statements which have been submitted.

2.2 On procedures followed and evidences obtained and in limitations to the significant
issues, my attention had not been taken by anything which leads to the making of below

mentioned statements.

2.2.1 According to the requirement stated in the 12 () sentence of the National Audit Act

No. 19 of 2018, certain member of the Governing Board of the Council, with the

involvement of the Council, there had been an involvement exclusive of general

business condition, directly or in other way, pertaining to certain contract.

According to the requirement stated in the 12 (&) sentence of the National Audit Act

No. 19 of 2018, has acted not adhering to a certain written rule or some other common

or specific orders issued by the Governing Board of the Council.

According to the requirement stated in the 12 (&) sentence of the National Audit Act
No. 19 of 2018, the Council has acted not adhering to its powers, functions or

activities.

According to the requirement stated in the 12 (&) sentence of the National Audit Act
No. 19 of 2018, except the observation stated below, resources of the Council had not
been procured and utilized economically, efficiently and effectively in accordance
with the rules and regulations in the relevant time periods.

For adding of a new part to the building premises in which the Sri Lanka Council for

Agricultural Research Policy is located at present, a sum of Rupees 2,460,000 had been paid

to the Building Department in year 2019 as an advance. The construction activities of this

building had not been completed even up to 7 May 2021.

3. Other Audit Observations

Following observations are made:

(@) Despite the identification of the importance of the emphasis to be given to the

Organic Agriculture by the Council and introducing to research institutions of Sri
Lanka 07 priority areas in which the research should be increased, the research
institutions had not been encouraged from year 2017 onwards to conduct research
on organic agricultural policy and quality condition of the organic foods available

in the market at present.

(b) Though it had been planned to provide funds for 02 projects from the research

proposals called from research institutions in year 2019, funds had not been



allocated even in the year under review. New proposals pertaining to the reviewed

year also had not been identified.

(c) Though the information on number of research conducted in agricultural research
institutions, financial allocations provided for research, information on researcher,

scientist and other staff and physical resources belong to the institutions had been
collected up to year 2019 and updating of the database system (Information for

Agricultural Research Managers) had been done, publications containing these
information which should be issued annually, had not been issued after year 2010.

(d) From the funds granted to 3 research institutions and 3 universities for research
activities, a sum of Rupees 659,131 which should be settled to the Council had not
yet been recovered and is being carried forward in Financial Statements from year
2006 onwards.

(e) Though a sum of Rupees 384,040 has been incurred in 2019 as expenditure on
newspaper advertisements, written tests and interviews regarding the recruitment of
officers for 5 staff positions, recruitment of officers for the 10 vacancies in 9
approved cadre positions which exist for several years, had not been done even in

the year reviewed.

1.2.1 Deviation from Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards

The fixed assets of which the cost is Rupees 11,045,012 would be reviewed again for the
effective life span according to Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards No. 7 and
action would be taken accordingly in the accounting year ahead to tally the same in the

relevant assets.

2. Report on other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

2.2.4 Work had been commenced in year 2019 for adding of a new part to the building premises
in which the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy is located at present, and
as per the agreement between the Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy and
the Building Department, a sum of Rupees 2,460,000 had been paid to the Building

Department as an advance and work had been commenced.

Even though the construction activities of this building had been conducted by the
Building Department, due to the reason of the insufficient financial allocations of the
capital budget, Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy was unable to make
payments to the Building Department as per the agreement. This resulted the temporary
discontinuing of the construction work by the Institution to which the relevant contract
had been given by the Building Department.

As per letter of the Building Department bearing number 10-06-04-89/01 and date of
06.10.2020, the sum of Rs. 1,672,303.82 which was due from the Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy, had been paid by the Council through the cheque of Bank
of Ceylon dated 06.07.2021 bearing number 032779. Accordingly, Building Department

has informed that the construction work would be commenced in near future.

During the period from year 2017 to 2020, research proposals on organic
agricultural policy and quality condition of the organic foods available in the market
at present had not been submitted to the Council by research institutions under the
National Agricultural Research Plan. The research proposals in these fields
therefore had not been recommended under the National Agricultural Research
Plan. Two research proposals had been submitted for year 2021 and after due
evaluation, both the proposals had been recommended for funding. The activities

of these proposals had been commenced in year 2021 and are being continued.

Funds for new projects had not been allocated in the year under review. Thus, funds

had not been granted for new projects.

Data had been collected up to year 2019 and updating of the database system
(Information for Agricultural Research Managers) had been done. Publication up to

year 2018 had been printed in December 2021 and issued.

Steps would be taken in the accounting year ahead to recover the sum of Rupees
659,131 which should be settled to the Council.

Applications had been called by newspaper advertisements on 03.06.2019 and
22.08.2019 for the recruitment of staff for the positions which were vacant in year
2019. Core activities pertaining to recruitment had been implemented and
meanwhile, as per Management Service Circular 01/2020 of the Ministry of
Finance, Economics and Policy Development bearing number DMS/Cir/2020 and
date 21.02.2020, all recruitments had temporary been suspended. Even though the
main activities regarding the recruitment of relevant officers had been completed,

filling of vacancies could not be done due to the above mentioned Circular.

As per Circular DMS 02/2020 of the Ministry of Finance, bearing number
DMS/Cir/2020 dated 26.10.2020 and according to the newspaper advertisement on
01.01.2021 in connection with the vacancies as at 31.12.2020, activities on

recruitment of staff for the vacant positions are being conducted. Accordingly,

Performance of the Institution

e Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy (SLCARP) developed short and medium
term research priorities to obtain sharp V-shaped recovery in the agriculture sector. Due to the
pandemic situation, virtual meetings were conducted with agriculture experts in the country
and develop short- and medium-term research priorities

e SLCARP completed 04 institutions reviews in 2020 with technical assistance of external
review teams. Department of National Botanical Gardens (DNBG), Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy (SLCARP), Research division of the Forest Conservation
Department (FCD) and Research division of the Sri Lanka Cashew Corporation (SLCC) were
reviewed.

e Under the Human Resources Development programme for the NARS, fourteen students were
sent to the University Putra Malaysia (09), Kaseartsart University (01) and University of
Philippines (04).

e During this pandemic period, all scientific Committees constituted with highly recognized
senior professionals of the country perform a very valuable function by using new

communication technologies such as Zoom App and Skype.
